1) The campaigners' action takes place as part of the Global Day of Action on Military Spending. Last year 140 events took place in 40 countries around the world to highlight spending on warfare against spending on welfare and sustainable development. 2) The UK's military spending is currently £39 billion every year, the fourth highest in the world. The global spend is US $1.74 trillion. The UK’s Trident programme alone will cost in the region of £80 billion over the next 40 years.  Meanwhile, cuts are being made to health, social care, and there is not enough investment other social and environmental needs.
3) In the UK, GDAMS brings together 37 grassroots groups, organisations and networks who call for military spending to be shifted towards social and environmental needs and a new thinking involving civil society and government to create a clear programme of action for spending, research and investment to build sustainable, common security at national and international levels.
